Canale on June 27, 1989 in North Carolina. Michael was a long-time member of
the Ontario Institute for Studies in Education where he served as a Research officer
and Faculty member. He was an Associate Professor in the Franco-Ontarian Centre
and cross-appointed to the Department of Curriculum. Michael's work was largely
concerned with the notions of language assessment and communicative compe­
tence. In everything he did, he was at the forefront of innovative research. Many
of his ideas have influenced second language classrooms throughout Canada.

Michael was also a member of the TESL Canada Journal review board. This is
a volunteer position that makes heavy demands on the reviewer's time, and clearly
illustrates his generous nature. He was generous to his students, his colleagues and
his friends. In this capacity as well, he influenced the ESL field all across the
country.

Michael was a vital and energetic man. Our profession must mourn the loss of
a man who had already given so much, and who still had so much more to
contribute to the field of TESL in Canada. He will be sorely missed.
